Reporting of Students Absences for 2005/2006

A Chara

I am writing to update you on procedures for the reporting of student absences for the current school
year as required under the Education (Welfare) Act, 2000.

Last year, the Board issued Guidelines for the Reporting of Student Absences and Expulsions to all
schools and launched the reporting website www.schoolreturn.ie. The Guidelines and website
standardised the reporting arrangements in a user friendly format. Updated Guidelines are available
on www.schoolreturn.ie.

The following is a summary of the reporting arrangements for the current school year following
consultation with school management, principals, teachers and parents. The information requested
is the minimum necessary to enable educational welfare staff to follow up on children who are
having difficulty attending school.

1. STUDENT INFORMATION

(a) Required Data
The full and accurate completion of the Student Absence Report Form is essential to facilitate
the recording of absences and the follow up with children who may be having difficulty with
school attendance.

(b) Categories of Absence
The number of absences should be entered under each category. The comprehensive
completion of categories facilitates early identification of attendance difficulties and enables
appropriate interventions to be made by Educational Welfare Officers.

(c) Expulsions 
Decisions by Boards of Management to expel students should be reported using the Notice of
Decision to Expel Form, which is provided in your Guidelines (Appendix 1) or can be down-
loaded from www.schoolreturn.ie.
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
